2.  For this purpose and with the commander’s concurrence, request individual listed be placed on Permissive TDY for approximately 59 days (12 Feb – 10 Apr, All Air Force Wrestling Training Camp, Mountain Home Air Force Base, Idaho; 12 Feb – 3 Mar, Armed Forces Wrestling Championship, NAS New Orleans, LA, 4-8 Mar, US national championship training camp, Colorado Springs, CO (USOTC); and 7-10 Apr, Wrestling Nationals, Las Vegas, Nevada) effective on or about 12 Feb 04.  IAW AFI 36-3003, Table 8, orders on DD Form 1610 must include the following:

a. This is a HQ USAF sanctioned program and military air or government procured air is authorized.

b. TDY has been approved and determined to be essential to the mission of the Air Force Sports Program.

c. Individuals are required to use military lodging, if available.  Lodging, personal maintenance allowance of $8.00 per day, and travel provided by HQ AFSVA/SVPAF.

d. Individual is required to maintain Air Force appearance standards as stated in AFI 36-2903.

e. Authority:  AFI 34-266, AFI 36-3003, and this memorandum.

3.  This TDY is funded by HQ AFSVA/SVPAF non-appropriated funds, with the selected individuals’ units incurring no costs.  There is no accounting citation for Block 19 of DD Form 1610.  The statement, “HQ AFSVA/SVPAF Non-Appropriated Fund Activity”, may be used in Block 19 of DD Form 1610.  

4.  Individuals selected to the final Air Force Men’s Wrestling Team is required to have in their possession khaki (tan) pants to wear at a scheduled Armed Forces Championship event.  Those not possessing this item will be required to purchase item on site, or be immediately returned to duty station.

5.  The initial Air Force Training Camp prior to the Air Force Championship is relatively short in duration.  Participants are expected to arrive in shape to ensure Air Force team selections are based on skill rather than conditioning.  Participants must bring personal training gear to the trial camp.

6.  Military personnel who engage in Armed Force, national, or international athletic competition on behalf of their service may be subject to drug testing.

7.  Within 5 days from subsequent return to unit of assignment, a “No-Cost” Travel Voucher must be submitted to the base finance office.

8.  Request local Fitness Center Directors contact selected individuals to assist in preparing Permissive TDY orders and providing travel information.  HQ AFSVA/SVPAF must receive a copy of orders (faxed copy acceptable) for proper certification of airline ticket.  OCONUS participants must provide copy of their travel orders to trial camp project officer upon arrival.  The following steps will ease travel plans:

a. For CONUS individuals, HQ AFSVS/SVPAF will arrange travel and provide individual or respective Fitness Center Director with Worldspan Trip Locator Code to obtain itinerary on established N&N Travel website (www.mytripandmore.com).

b. OCONUS SVS are required to use their NAF VISA Account to fund individual commercial travel in support of this Air Force Sports Program.  SVS will purchase a one-way ticket to Boise, Idaho and contact HQ AFSVA/SVPAF Project Officer with the individual’s itinerary.  HQ AFSVA will arrange return travel and reimburse cost of original one-way flight to Mountain Home AFB, Idaho.  OCONUS SVS must submit request for reimbursement of this travel, along with copy of ticket receipt to HQ AFSVA/SVPAF (faxed copies are acceptable).

9. Air Force Guard, Reserve and IMA members who wish to apply for MPA Man-days must complete an AF Form 49 to include:  name, rank, SSN, unit, base, name, dates and location of event(s), PASCODE (may be obtained from Commanders Support Staff), and Point of Contact (POC) include e-mail and phone number.  POC will work with HQ AFSVA Reserve Affairs branch to coordinate possible MPA Man-days.  Authorization of MPA Man-Days is contingent upon availability of such days at HQ/AFSVA (Reserve Affairs).  If MPA Man-Days are not available, you may contact HQ AFRC at DSN 497-2102.

10. In accordance with JFTR, Volume 1., the one-day limit for traveling on TDY status is 350 miles per day.  Personnel listed on this message within 350 miles from duty station to event location may drive a Privately Owned Vehicle (POV) to the Air Force trial camp.  Personnel must first notify the Air Force Sports Office of their intent to drive and provide mileage to be driven.  Air Force Sports does not assume financial responsibility for damage to POV.   HQ AFSVA/SVPAF will reimburse individuals .36 per mile not to exceed 350 miles one-way, or the cost of a government contracted airline ticket, whichever is cheaper.  For reimbursement purposes, you must submit your bank information to include:  name of bank, account number, account type (checking or savings), routing number (usually 9-digits).

11. Individuals listed in paragraph one must receive a copy of this memorandum to ensure completion of all requirements.
