2004 Wrestling Nationals, Las Vegas Nevada


The Air Force Won the 2004 Division II National Team Award for the second year in a row.


On the first day of the competition, the World Class Athletes (WCAPs) did well, the first few matches were pretty much warm ups.  SSgt Jacob Hey (60 Kgs) won four out of six scheduled matches finishing 4th overall.  SSgt Steve Woods (74 Kgs) won five out of six scheduled matches going all the way to the championship but finishing short and took 2nd overall.  SrA Aaron Sieracki (84 Kgs) won five out of six scheduled matches finishing 3rd overall.  1Lt Philip Johnston (96 Kgs) won four out of six scheduled matches finishing 7th overall.  SrA Corey Farkas (120 Kgs) won five out of six scheduled matches finishing 5rd overall.  2Lt Kevin Hoy (120 Kgs) who is our only freestyle wrestler won four out of six scheduled matches finishing 5th overall.  All of our WCAP’s have qualified for the Olympic Trials that are scheduled from May 21-23 at the RCA Dome in Indianapolis, Indiana.  We also had eight other AF members wrestling in the competition in various weight classes.  Of those eight we did have one qualify for the Olympic Trials his name is 1Lt Anthony Brooker (55 Kgs) and he won four out of his six scheduled matches finishing 8th overall.  The top eight from each weight class advances to the Olympic Trials.
